for Outstanding Contributions to Cultural Exchange Between the United States and Japan.

Instructions
The John E. Thayer, III Award was established in 1991 to commemorate the work and commitment of John E. “Jack” Thayer, III, a long time member of the Japan Society’s board of directors who was dedicated to furthering relations between Japan and the U.S.  This award was established to recognize the achievements of individuals, groups of individuals or organizations that have made outstanding contributions to the progress of the understanding and friendship between the people of the United States and Japan.

The Society encourages the submission of nominations for exemplary projects, programs and activities in such areas as business, cultural exchange, education, public affairs, and visual and performing arts. The project may be a single event, a series of events, or an on-going project or activity. It may be in the form of, but is not limited to: artistic performances, educational programs, exchange activities, exhibitions, films, publications, video, visual arts, etc.

Criteria for Nomination:

The nominee:

1. must clearly relate to Japan of U.S.-Japan relations;

1. 2. must successfully promote understanding, awareness and/or friendship between Japan and the United States;

1. 3. demonstrates leadership, innovation and timeliness;

1. 4. is active in New England (Connecticut, Maine, Massachusetts, New Hampshire, Rhode Island, and Vermont); and

1. 5. has accomplished a relevant activity or project within 18 months prior to the date of this nomination.
Procedure for Nomination:

Nominations may be made by members of the Japan Society of Boston and nonmembers alike. However, the following procedures must be followed:

1. 1. Nominations must be submitted in print – not hand written - to the Japan Society of Boston. Please use the form below as a guideline.

1. 2. All Nominations must be signed by the nominator.

1. 3. Applications for the Award must be submitted by the end of the nomination period for any given year.

The Award:

The Award, which will be presented each year at the Society’s Annual Dinner, will consist of a $1,000 cash prize, a written citation and a special gift.

Announcement

The John E. Thayer III Award recipient will be announced prior to the Annual Dinner at which the award will be presented.
